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3RD SUNDAY OF EASTER 

 The Book of Revelation uses highly sym-
bolic language to communicate its message to 
the church in the first century as Christians 
were being persecuted. The author wants to 
assure the community that Jesus lives, hope 
endures, and the final victory is theirs, if they 
are faithful to Christ. Turning away from him as 
a short-term expediency is not the solution, 
even though the allure of avoiding persecution 
may seem stronger than being true to Christ. 
 Some of the visions are meant to reveal 
what is the final end for those who remain 
faithful and endure the trial. They surround the 
throne and cry out in praise of God. They live in 
blessedness. One of the great comforts of this 
vision is the way in which John describes the 
throng gathered around the throne of God: 
"They were countless in number" (Rev 5:11). 

 In the Gospel, we hear of the miraculous 
catch of fish made by the disciples after Jesus' 
resurrection. Standing on the shore, he directs 
them to lower their nets one more time, even 
though they had been hard at it all night. The 
result is that they haul in an incredible catch. 
The underlying theme of this miracle is that 
God's mercy is without end. Through the resu-
rrection of Christ, God wills that all people be 
saved. While the visions of the Revelation re-
veal the final outcome, the Gospel reminds us 
that we disciples have to keep cooperating with 
God's grace to help bring others into the fold. 
Then the words of Revelation, "They were 
countless in number," will truly come to pass.  

3. VAZMENA NEDJELJA

njegovih usana: "Marijo!" I za apostole Isus je 
stranac, do trena kad su za uli: "De ki, imate li 
što za doru kovati?" 
 Današnje evan elje poziv je na doru ak s 
njim, poziv na prijateljsko druženje, na iskustvo 
osobnog susreta u kome iz njegovih ruku pri-
mamo hranu. Vjera je sje anje na te susrete, 
uvjerenje da su se oni zbili, povjerenje da je on 
uvijek s nama, i predanje njegovu vodstvu. 
 No, ne susre e se Isusa tek tako. On baš 
i nije prisutan u svakom osje aju zanosa i us-
pjeha, kako smo skloni vjerovati. Niti je tako 

vrsto s nama dok se vrsto u sebe uzda-
mo. Povlašteni susreti s Isusom zbivaju se 
u neuspjesima. Kad, kao apostoli, nakon 
no i provedene u ribarenju priznamo da 
ništa nismo ulovili. Taj naš "ništa" temelj je 
za Božji "nešto". Priznanje vlastitog neus-
pjeha, i nemo i; svijest da se u sebe pouz-
dati ne možemo – prostor je u kojem Bog 
stupa u akciju. Dok smo puni sebe, u nama 
nema mjesta za Boga. A niti ima pravih ko-
raka, uspjeha, ni radosti. Kad jesmo onda 
nismo. Tek kad nismo – onda stvarno jes-
mo. Tek kad se Božja snaga nastani u na-
šoj slabosti – naše bi e se rascvjetava do 
krajnjih mogu nosti. Sjetimo se svetih rije-
i: "Neka te ne ponese uspjeh, a u neuspje-

hu ne kloni." Ve a mudrost od ushita u uspjesi-
ma jest vidjeti uspjeh u svojim neuspjesima. 
 Pogledajmo kakvo je bilo Petrovo iskus-
tvo. Dok se uzdao u sebe i mislio da mora biti 
Bog-zna-kako krepostan da bi bio u Isusovoj 
blizini, govorio je: "Odlazi od mene ovjek sam 
grešan." A pošto ga je tri puta zatajio, srozao 
se do dna; i kad je unato  tomu doživio da ga 
Isus ljubi, la a mu je bila prespora da k njemu 
do e: sko io je u more i pohitao mu ususret. 
Shvatio je da Isus ne živi od naše ljubavi, nego 
mi od njegove. Dok se uzdao u sebe drhtao je 
od straha, a uzdaju i se u Isusa postojan je kao 
stijena.

MEN’S CAPACITY FOR GOD  
from the Catechism of the Catholic Church

 God has placed a desire for himself in 
every person. He draws man to himself and facili-
tates man's search. Man is called to speak with 
God and be in communion with him. 
 Many factors (ignorance, evil, desire for 
riches, bad example, teachings hostile to religion) 
lead man to reject his "vital bond to God." Out of 
fear, man hides himself (Gen 3:8-10). God still 
calls man to seek him, and every person must 
search for God with his intellect, will and "an up-
right heart." "You have made us for yourself, and 
our heart is restless until it rests in you" (St. Au-
gustine). 
 Proofs for God's existence come from ar-
guments which converge, convince and provide 
ways for man to know God. These proofs are 
found in the physical world and man's inner world. 
Man is endowed with a sense of moral goodness. 
By his conscience, man asks about God's exis-
tence. This shows that man has a spiritual soul 
(the seed of eternity) which comes directly from 
God. So the world and the human person can be-
gin to exist, they must participate in a Being Who 
has no origin and no end. The person must reali-
ze that the goal of human existence is God him-
self. Man can reason to the existence of a perso-
nal God. However, God has also chosen to reveal 
himself. Rational proofs can show that revealed 
truths are not opposed to reason. 
 Man, by reason alone, can know that God 
exists through the created world which God has 
made. Therefore, man can accept God's revelati-
on. However, serious obstacles exist. First, religi-
ous truths cannot be seen. Second, religious 
truths demand selfsacrifice. Third, man experien-
ces inner disordered appetites. Man is easily per-
suaded to consider as false what he does not 
want to acknowledge as true. Therefore, man 
needs revealed truths, even those which man can 
grasp by reason (such as God's existence). The 
intellect (unaided by the Bible) can grasp some 
truths about God. Therefore, a dialogue with all 
peoples (atheists, philosophers, etc.) is possible. 
Yet, we are limited and can speak about God only 
with human language. We begin to describe God 
according to his creatures (which reflect his good-
ness). We also "purify" our language because 
human words fall short in describing him.  
 Although limited, our language can still 
attain to God (sometimes expressing only what 
God is not).

ZA BOGA 
iz Katekizma 
Katoli ke Crkve

ežnja za Bogom upisana je ovjeku u srce, 
jer je od Boga i za Boga stvoren. Bog nikad ne pre-
staje ovjeka privla iti sebi. Samo e u Bogu ovjek 
prona i istinu i blaženstvo za ime neprekidno tra-
ga. Odvajkada, pa sve do naših dana, ljudi su na 
mnogo na ina izrazili svoje traženje Boga kroz svoje 
vjerske nazore i religiozna ponašanja (molitve, žr-
tve, obrede, razmatranja, itd.). I pored toga što ovi 
izražajni oblici mogu biti višezna ni, oni su toliko 
op eniti da se ovjeka može obilježiti kao religiozno 
bi e. Ali tu "intimnu i životnu povezanost s Bogom" 
može ovjek zaboraviti, ne priznati i ak izri ito od-
baciti. Takvi stavovi mogu imati najrazli itije uzro-
ke: pobunu protiv prisutnosti zla u svijetu, neznanje 
ili vjerski nehaj, brige za svjetovno i za bogatstvo, 
loš primjer vjernika, misaone struje protivne vjeri i 
naposljetku težnju ovjeka grešnika da se, iz straha 
pred Bogom, sakrije te izmakne njegovu pozivu. 

"Neka se raduje srce onih što traže Gospodi-
na" (Ps 105,3). Iako ovjek može zaboraviti ili od-
baciti Boga, Bog ipak neumorno svakoga ovjeka 
zove, da ga traži, da živi i na e sre u. No to traže-
nje zahtijeva od ovjeka puni napor uma i isprav-
nost volje, "srce iskreno" kao i svjedo anstvo dru-
gih koji e ga nau iti tražiti Boga.  
 Kad osluškuje poruku stvorenja i glas vlasti-
te savjesti, ovjek može ste i sigurnost da postoji 
Bog, uzrok i svrha svega. Crkva u i da se jedinog i 
istinitog Boga, našeg Stvoritelja i Gospodina, može 
sa sigurnoš u upoznati po njegovim djelima prirod-
nim svjetlom ljudskog razuma. 
 O Bogu možemo stvarno govoriti, polaze i
od mnogostrukih savršenosti stvorova, po kojima su 
oni sli ni beskrajno savršenom Bogu. No nas ogra-
ni eni govor ne može iscrpsti Božjeg Otajstva. 
"Stvorenje bez Stvoritelja nestaje". Stoga vjernici 
znaju da ih Kristova ljubav tjera da donesu svjetlo 
živoga Boga onima koji ga ne poznaju ili odbacuju.
