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20TH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

In today's Gospel reading, Jesus is confront-
ed by a woman asking for her daughter to be cleans-
ed of demons. Notice that she does not ask Jesus if 
he is Lord before making her request, she already 
knows. Jesus does not answer her right away; when 
she again pleads for his mercy and refers to him as 
Lord, he grants her wish because of her persistence 
and her faith. The woman was persistent. She would 
not be discouraged. Jesus tested her faith and she 
passed the test with an A+. She came to Jesus as 
her only hope. She came to Jesus with a passionate 
hope and a refusal to be discouraged. Her prayer of 
supplication was not ritualistic in form. Her need 
was great and she trusted Jesus whom she believed 
would give her what she needed. 

 Finally, as she retorted that "True, Lord, but 
even the dogs eat of the pieces which fall from their 
master's table", we can see that the woman was joy-
ful. Within the circumstances of her need, she had a 
sense of humor. Jesus could see in her eyes the light 
of hope and a smile which can dispel the gloom. The 
Canaanite woman teaches us how our prayers can 
always be answered. She brings to Jesus a profound 
love, a growing faith which allowed her to worship 
at the feet of the divine; an unconquerable persis-
tence flowing from an invincible hope and a joyful-
ness which would not give in to discouragement. 

 Enabling this woman's persistence was her 
hope. Hope for goodness is the promise of God 
given through Jesus; it is the anchor of our soul, and 
it allows us to be happy even in the face of adver-
sity. Hope is expressed and nourished in prayer. 
Perhaps you've been praying for something but feel 
your prayers haven't been answered? Continue to 
pray. Be persistent in your faith; never lose hope. 

20. NEDJELJA KROZ GODINU

 Prorok Izaija po inje s dva imperativa: ”drža-
ti se prava i initi pravdu”. Potom ide Božje obe a-
nje spasenja i objave njegove pravednosti. Praved-
nost je u biti božanska osobina. Ljudi ju prakticiraju 
tek ako su u ispravnom odnosu s Bogom. Prvi dio 
poruke upu en je onima koji su dio naroda Božjeg, 
a drugi dio onima koji su trenutno izvan Božjeg na-
roda, ali žele biti njegov dio. Ti ljudi mogli su biti 
stranci, no i izvana i iznutra oni su bili jedno sa za-
jednicom vjernika. Kao odgovor na tu vjernost Bog 
ih poziva da budu dionici liturgijskoga života Božjeg 
naroda. Pozvani su da po u na svetu goru, na 
mjesto koje se smatralo Božjim boravištem na 
zemlji. Hram se smatrao mjestom molitve i praved-
nim strancima e biti dopušteno u i i radovati se 
kao dijelu izabranog naroda. Hram je ku a molitve 
za sve narode, ne mjesto nacionalnoga hodo aš a
samo za izabrane. Pristup Bogu otvoren je svima, 
ne samo krvnim Izraelcima. Spasenje i pravednost 
obuhva aju sve, ne samo neke. 
 Zgoda o ženi Kanaanki doti e nekoliko važ-
nih i zanimljivih tema. Pitanje prelaska teritorijalnih 
i kulturnih granica; pitanje krš anskog poslanja po-
ganima; pitanje vjere. Zanimljivo je zašto Isus ide 
u poganski kraj i zašto na po etku odbija izlije iti 
ženinu k er. Tir i Sidon gradovi su koji su bili uda-
ljeni oko 50 kilometara od Genezaretskoga jezera. 
Izraelska zemlja smatrana je svetom zemljom zato 
što je pripadala Bogu. Oti i na poganski teritorij 
zna ilo je napustiti Božju svetu zemlju. Isus se nije 
obazirao na teritorijalne granice; on je taj koji ruši 
barijere, i to svake vrste. Žena se s druge strane 
nije obazirala na uobi ajeni kodeks ponašanja: da 
žena ne razgovara sa strancem. No zbog zdravlja 
svojeg djeteta ne mari za to. Pokazala je izvanred-
nu vjeru. Prepoznala je da Isus može ozdravljati, i 
ne samo to, ona ga na-
ziva sinom Davidovim, 
nazivom koji je imao 
mesijanski prizvuk. Dir-
nut tom vjerom Isus joj 
ozdravlja dijete. Dola-
ze i u taj kraj Isus vje-
rojatno nije imao na-
mjeru lije iti bolesne, 
no u inio je to na inzis-
tiranje žene, jer je nje-
na ljubav uklonila sve 
zapreke.

Ono ljudima posvješ uje eshatološku, 
prekogrobnu perspektivu u kojoj se kre u kao put-
nici: izme u tame vjere i že i za vi enjem, izme u
ograni ena vremena i težnje za životom bez kraja, 
izme u napora hodanja i iš ekivanja odmora, izme-
u pla a prognanika i ežnje za radoš u vje ne do-

movine.
 Jedna od vrijednosti hodo aš a je pokorni -
ka dimenzija budu i da se hodo aš e uglavnom for-
mira kao obra eni ki hod: hodaju i prema svetištu, 
hodo asnik ide putem koji prolazi od svijesti vlasti-
tog grijeha i onoga što ga veže uz nevažne, besko-
risne i prolazne stvari pa sve do postizanja nutarnje 
slobode i shva anja dubokog životnog zna enja. 
Tako se iz svetišta kamo je hodo astio vjernik vra a
s nakanom da promijeni život i da ga odlu nije us-
mjeri prema Bogu. 
 Uz pokorni ku, hodo aš e ima i slavljeni ku
dimenziju, dimenziju radosti koja nastaje bilo zbog 
posje enih mjesta bilo zbog susreta s Gospodinom. 
Tomu još treba pridodati i iskustvo besplatnosti. 
Hodo aš e nije ništa obvezatno, nego je nešto što 
u emu se može ste i iskustvo o primljenom i prine-
senom daru. S radoš u i besplatnoš u posebna je 
vrijednost hodo aš a otvorenost onomu što stoji 
preko granica našeg ljudskog života. 
 U perspektivi vje noga života mogu e je pri-
je i od pojedina nog hodo aš a na cijeli život shva-
en kao jedno veliko hodo aš e, a cilj je, naime, 

uvijek isti: Gospodin Bog kojega smo u hodo aš u
osjetili bliskim, u nekom ga smislu iskusili, a koji 
nas o ekuje preko granica zemaljskog života. 
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
