2ND SUNDAY OF EASTER 
SUNDAY OF DIVINE MERCY 
 "I'll need to see some proof." How often have 
you used that expression? Most of us are quick to 
call for proof for anything out of the ordinary. We 
don't want to be "taken in" by extravagant claims or 
scams. So today's Gospel, the story of "Doubting 
Thomas," has a modern appeal. It sounds natural to 
us for Thomas to want to have his doubts answered 
with real proof. But Jesus praises those who believe 
without any physical proof. He calls such believers 
"blessed." This Easter story is specifically directed at 
us, those who would come to believe in Jesus down 
through the ages. We welcome the testimony of 
those who went before us: those who walked with 
Jesus after his resurrection and went on to witness 
to him throughout the world. We are part of a com-
munity of faith, a living legacy passed on from genera-
tion to generation and often given at great cost, with 
personal sacrifice. When we hear this Gospel pro-
claimed in a community of believers this Easter, we 
can take heart in the Lord's words. And where my 
faith wavers, I can gain strength from the Holy Spirit 
at work in the midst of the community of faith. 

"I shall sing forever the Lord's mercy." (Ps 89) 
This Sunday is also known as Mercy of God Sunday. 
Between 1930 and 1938 Christ appeared to Sr. Faus-
tina in Poland who initiated the Divine Mercy devo-
tion. She was canonized on April 30, 2000, the Sun-
day after Easter, the Feast of Divine Mercy. Jesus re-
quested that Faustina make a special novena before 
the Feast of Mercy, from Good Friday through the 
following Saturday. Jesus also asked that a picture be 
painted according to the vision of Himself as the 
fountain of mercy. He gave her a chaplet to be recit-
ed and said that it was appropriate to pray the chap-
let at 3 o'clock each afternoon.
