4TH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
 An actor was playing the part of Christ in a 
‘Passion Play’. As he carried the cross up the hill, a 
bystander in the crowd began mocking him. The ac-
tor lost his cool, threw down his cross, walked over 
to the bystander and punched him. The director 
stopped the play and said, “I have to fire you. We 
just can't behave this way while playing the part of 
Jesus." The actor begged for a second chance and the 
director yielded his request. The next day same thing 
repeated. While he was carrying his cross up the 
street, the heckler showed up again. The actor tried 
hard to control himself. Finally, grinding, his teeth he 
looked at the heckler and said, "I'll meet you after 
the resurrection!" 

Christianity is founded on the concept of 
love. During the last supper Jesus said to his disci-
ples, “A new command I give you: Love one anoth-
er…By this everyone will know that you are my dis-
ciples…" (John 13:34-35). However, often times our 
love is exclusive. The Synagogue official rejected Je-
sus precisely for this reason. They wanted salvation 
strictly for the chosen people. Hence, when Jesus 
announced salvation to the whole world, quoting 
from the book of Isaiah, people were furious.

It is hard to love everyone. This is because 
we cannot like everybody. Loving and liking is not 
the same. Liking is the function of instinct of which 
we have no control. Loving is act of will. It is a deci-
sion that one makes. It is easy to love someone if 
that person is likeable. Jesus loved everyone because 
Jesus was love. It was the expression of who he was. 
His love was not determined by the merit of others. 
To love everyone, therefore, the primary condition 
is to fill your heart with love; that is Holy Spirit.

CAPUCHIN SAINTS CHOSEN AS 
SYMBOLS OF THE YEAR OF MERCY: 
RELICS OF ST.’S PADRE PIO AND LEOPOLD 
MANDIC BROUGHT TO ROME 
 As part of the celebration of the Jubilee Year 
of Mercy, Pope Francis has called the relics of the 
bodies of St. Leopold Mandic and Padre Pio to Rome. 
The relics have been brought for the veneration of 
the faithful as a reminder of the ministry of mercy. 
 Like St. Pio, St. Leopold was a renowned con-
fessor and a wise spiritual father. As a young Capu-
chin, he had great missionary aspirations and wished 
to preach the Gospel around the world. His superi-
ors asked him to surrender this desire in order to 
undertake the work of a confessor. He is reported 
to have said that “I am like a bird in a cage, but my 
heart is beyond the seas”. He became a much sought 
out spiritual guide and a great deal of those who 
turned to him had not been to confession for many 
years. For 40 years he spent 12 hours a day in the 
confessional. He was spiritually strong but physically 
weak and in addition to abdominal pain and a sta-
mmer, he also had crippling arthritis. St. Leopold is a 
patron for those who feel physically weary and yet 
seek to gain spiritual strength during this jubilee year. 
He is also a patron of those who enter the confessio-
nal with trepidation after many years of absence.
