THE MOST HOLY TRINITY
 The Jews understood God as Creator and 
Father of all that he made (Deut 32:6) and they un-
derstood the nation of Israel as God's firstborn son 
(Ex 4:22). Jesus reveals the Father in an unheard of 
sense. He is eternally Father by his relationship to his 
only Son, who, reciprocally, is Son only in relation to 
his Father (Mt 11:27). The Spirit, likewise, is insepa-
rably one with the Father and the Son. Jesus reveals 
the triune nature of God and the inseparable union 
of the Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. The mission of 
Jesus and of the Holy Spirit are the same — to reveal 
the glory of God and to share that glory with us by 
uniting us in a community of love with the Father, 
Son, and Holy Spirit. Jesus tells his disciples that the 
Spirit will reveal the glory of the Father and the Son 
and will speak what is true. Before his Passover, Jesus 
revealed the Holy Spirit as the “Paraclete” and Help-
er who will be with Jesus’ disciples to teach and 
guide them “into all the truth” (Jn 14:17,26; 16:13). 
The ultimate end, the purpose for which God creat-
ed us, is the entry of God's creatures into the per-
fect unity of the blessed Trinity. In baptism we are 
called to share in the life of the Holy Trinity here on 
earth in faith and after death in eternal light.

How can we personally know the Father and 
his Son, our Lord Jesus Christ? It is the Holy Spirit 
who reveals the Father and the Son to us and who 
gives us the gift of faith to know and understand the 
truth of God’s word. Through the Holy Spirit, we 
proclaim our ancient faith in the saving death and 
resurrection of Jesus Christ until he comes again. 
The Lord gives us his Holy Spirit as our divine Teach-
er and Helper that we may grow in the knowledge 
and wisdom of God.



MAY - MONTH OF MARY  
 The month of May is "especially dedicated to Our 
Blessed Lady. During this month Christians, both in church and 
in the privacy of the home, offer up to Mary from their hearts 
an especially fervent and loving homage of prayer and venera-
tion. In this month, too, the benefits of God's mercy come 
down to us from her throne in greater abundance" (Pope Bl. 
Paul VI). During May we pray rosary before Sunday Mass-
es.
