33RD SUNDAY  
IN ORDINARY TIME

Predicting the end of 
the world seems to be a par-
ticular fascination in our cul-
ture. From something as in-
nocent as a parlor game to 
actions as deadly as a suicide 
pact, the imagination of 
when and how the world 
will end seems to take hold 
of certain people. The enter-
tainment industry has capi-
talized on this fascination - 
and even fear - with offerings 
such as the 1959 classic On 
the Beach, the 1993 film The Day After, and the re-
cent release 2012. Of course predicting the end of 
the world isn't limited to Hollywood's attempts to 
rake in profits. Long ago there were some who be-
lieved that the world was going to end with the re-
turn of Christ in the year AD 1000, although it 
seems that these people never really became a 
movement that later generations imagined them to 
be. In the nineteenth century, predictions about the 
end of time were made by several evangelists, some 
of whom gathered many followers who then aban-
doned them when the date didn't pan out as fore-
told.

The Gospel this Sunday is a prime text for 
certain preachers who would have us believe that 
the world is soon to end. Recent significant earth-
quakes in the past few years are used as concrete 
examples to legitimize the prediction. The same 
omens are perceived in the wars in Iraq and Afghani-
stan as well as the long-enduring conflict in the Mid-
dle East. It is easy to get caught up in this kind of 
prognostication.

Whenever the end of the world will be, that 
should have no relevance on how we live our lives. 
As Christians, we should always be ready for the 
coming of Christ because he can reveal himself at any 
time. Christ may come to us in the needy poor, in 
the elderly neighbor, in the child, in a coworker or 
spouse. We don't need the end of the world to find 
him.
