8TH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
"Can any of you by worrying add a single mo-

ment to your life-span?" No, indeed we can't. But 
evidence does suggest that worrying can subtract 
time from our life span! Clearly, we are not meant to 
worry. It's not healthy and it's not useful. But for 
many of us, it's quite difficult not to be anxious and 
concerned about matters that are important to us. 
So what is the secret to letting go of this unnecessa-
ry anxiety? 

Jesus gives us an answer in today's Gospel. 
"Seek first the kingdom of God and his righteous-
ness, and all these things will be given you besides." 
In other words, our focus should be on being faithful 
followers of God. When we put our trust in the pro-
vidence of the One who "clothes the grass of the 
field," and stop trying to rely on our own (meager) 
powers, then things will be taken care of: "Your 
heavenly Father knows that you need them all." 

Part of the secret here, of course, is coming 
to accept God's will for us, even when it doesn't per-
fectly match what we may have been envisioning. 
There is a kind of surrender involved that puts God's 
plan first. Instead of getting worked up that things 
aren't going our way, this kind of reliance upon God 
enables us to relax and accept the way things are 
going. The great spiritual writer, Jean-Pierre de Cau-
ssade, put in well in his work, Abandonment to Divi-
ne Providence, when he said, To escape the distress 
caused by regret for the past or fear about the future, 
this is the rule to follow: leave the past to the infinite mer-
cy of God, the future to His good Providence, give the 
present wholly to His love by being faithful to His grace.
God takes care of the birds, the flowers, even the 
grass! He will also take care of us.

LENTEN DISCIPLINES
OF FASTING AND ABSTINENCE 
 Lent is coming. We are looking forward to the 
feast of Easter and the great 50 day celebration of Easter. 
However, to truly enjoy something, like a feast, we need 
to feel hungry. If we are full, then we can not enjoy that 
meal to which we are looking forward. This in a nutshell 
is our Catholic understanding of fast and abstinence. We 
associate ourselves with the suffering Christ in his 40 day 
fast in the desert. During the season of Lent, we spiritu-
ally give up something that we like. Christ loves us more 
than we may imagine. That is why he suffered. 

Fasting and abstinence on Ash Wednesday 
and Good Friday: Fasting consists of eating only one 
meal, with the possibility of two smaller snacks that do 
not add up to a single full meal. Catholics in good health 
ages 18 to 59 are required to fast and to abstain from 
meat on Ash Wednesday and Good Friday and to abstain 
from meat all other Fridays in Lent. Youth 13 and older 
are to abstain from meat on these days. 

Abstinence from meat on Fridays: Catholics 
refrain from eating meat on all Fridays, as an act of peni-
tence. In the US, Catholics are permitted to substitute 
another penance outside of the season of Lent. During 
Lent, however, all Catholics are obliged not to eat meat 
on Fridays. 

Penance during Lent: The season of Lent is a 
penitential time and should also be marked by some addi-
tional form of self-denial.
